The journey of dogds, which are now interpreted by Dogu Cankaya with a new perception and material in today’s world after the
Journey of fourteen thousand years, continues on a new level.

Presently, Cankaya continues his works in different styles which he creates by using various materials in his studios located in
Istanbul and Bodrum / Turkey.
