Funda Ozguinaydin calismalarina iliskin birkac dusiince

Berlin ve istanbul'da yasayan Almanya dodumlu sanatci Funda Ozgiinaydin’in
calismalarina iliskin birka¢c dustince, mevcut sosyal yapilari ve hayat dongusunu
elestirel bir bicimde sorgular. Bu durum, sanatcinin insanin modern toplum ve
dogayla olan iliskisini incelerken ontolojik ve varolussal sorular kadar sosyo-politik
sorularladaugrasmasindan kaynaklanir. Sosyal siniflar ve insanlarin sosyal hiyerarsiler
icinde birbirleriyle etkilesimleri esas odaklandigi alanlardir. Ayni zamanda, farkli
disiplinlerde calisan bir sanatc¢i olarak sosyal gelisimlere yonelik yeni bakis acisinin
gorsel olarak nasil yansitilacagi ve degisimlerin nasil gosterilecegi ile ilgilenir. Sanat
egitimini Hito Steyerl'in sinifinda Berlin’de alan Ozglinaydin, Turkiye ile her zaman
yakin temas iginde olmustur. 2013'ten beri Berlin Senatosu’nun cgesitli kulturel
degisim programlarina ve yerlesim programlarina katilarak Turkiye ile iliskisini
daha derin hale getirmistir. Tarabya Kultur Akademisi’'ndeki arastirma calismalari
sirasinda, istanbul’'un etkisini ortaya koyan eserler sunmustur. Galerimiz'deki Remix
adl sergisinde kagit ve kanvas uzerinde calismalar sergilemekte ve yakin déonemde
kentimizde edindigi deneyimlere gdonderme yapmaktadir.



Funda Ozglinaydin’in zithiklar ve kontrastlardan olusan kompozisyonlarinda, sanatin
hayatla i¢ ice olduguna yonelik inanci yansitilmaktadir. Calismasinin heterojen
karakteri kolaj kullanimina yansimakta ve melez olusumlari yaratmasinda kavramsal
olarak aciga cikmaktadir. Yari insan-yari cicek veya yari insan-yari hayvan seklinde
olan parcalarinin basrol oyunculari, insan ve hayvan ya da cicek sentezleridir.
Boylece, hayat ve sanatin ve insan ile doganin dogrudan birbirlerine bagh olma hali
sunulmaktadir. Her seyin kalici olarak degistigi ve 6nem tasiyan her seyin yansitildigi
calismalari Galerimiz'deki sergide yer almaktadir. Bu calismada, Ozglinaydin’a gére
giderek daha mekanik hale gelen c¢ilgin dinyamizin mevcut durumunu elestirel bir
sekilde yansitmak icin ekolojik maddeler insani boyutlarla bir araya gelir. Buna gore,
bizim koklerimize donmemiz ve insan ile doga arasinda denge kurmanin analog
bir yolunu bulmamiz gerekmektedir. Bu gerceklik ile dogrudan ilgilenme inanci,
calismalarinin resim ile yeni medya arasinda gidip gelmesini saglar.

Kisilerin, hayvanlarin ve doganin resimlerinden olusan arsiv malzemeleri, sanatcinin
hayatiyla ve sosyal yapilarla mucadele etmesinde kavramsal baslangi¢c noktasini
olusturur. insandan hayvana ve hayvandan insana gecis, hayatin dénglsini
gorsellestirir. Amacg ilizyon yaratmak olmasa da cesitli resimler ve katmanlar
mukemmel bir bigcimde bir araya getirilir, mozaiklestirilir veya yerlestirilir. Boylece,
cesitli katmanlardan olusan ¢ok katmanli gerceklige gonderme yapmak igin
resimlerin yapiciligi aciga c¢ikartilr.

iki seriden olusan “Remix” sergisinde Ozglinaydin, bir taraftan yliz yerine cicek
yerlestirilen cesitli kadit kolajlar sunuyor. izleyiciler, cicegin arkasinda gercek bir yliz
olupolmadiginaveyakafaninciceklerdenolusup olusmadigina kendileri karar verirler.
Kararlari ne yonde olursa olsun sunulan kisilerinin kimliklerinin gizlendigi asikardir.
Calismalarinda ciftler goérurtz, gunesli bir yaz gunu pitoresk manzaralarda zaman
geciririz. Dogru olamayacak kadar iyi, gercek olmayacak kadar mikemmeldirler. Bu
kolajlarin gergcek gucu iste tam da budur. Giydikleri modadan ve orijinal resimlerin



solan renginden dolay! bir nostalji ve melankoli dalgasi yayilir. Gegcmise bakmak,
pozitivitenin normal zihin durumu olabildigi daha iyi zamanlardan bir fisilti gibidir.
Doganin guzelligi insanlari értmekte ve daha iyi varoluslara tasimaktadir. Gercek
olamayacak kadar iyi bir ruya.

ikinci seri, kadit ve kanvas lizerine boyalardan ve baskidan olusur. Burada yine melez
basrol oyunculari betimlenir. Ancak bu sefer, yari insan- yari hayvan yaratiklar filme
benzeyen kurulumlarda yer alirlar. Bir filmin duragan bir karesi gibi karakterler, kent
ortaminda gerceklesen gizemli bir sahnenin parcalaridir. Calismalarin cok katmanli
ve parcali kompozisyonu ancak izleyenin zihninde tamamlanabilir. Cizgilerin ve
yapilarin karmasik yapisi varolusun kaosuna isaret eder. Olduk¢a dinamik olan bu
kompozisyonlar estetik agidan ¢ok cekicidir ve izleyenleri dogrudan ¢alismaya ¢eker.

Kagit kolaj calismalari guzellik, uyum ve pozitivite ile ilgilenirken resimler ve
baskilar oldukc¢a gizemli ve hatta bazen esrarlidir. Bu iki serinin bir yerde bulusmasi,
Remix’i 6zel kilar. Sanat¢inin calismalar cogulculugu ve heterojenligi kadar hayatin
karmasikligi ve asla bitmeyen catismalariyla paradoks duinyamizi da aciga ¢ikarir.

A DREAM, TOO GOOD TO BE TRUE

A few thoughts on the current state of the work of Funda Ozglinaydin

Losing touch with Nature, means for me losing touch with humanity
Funda Ozglinaydin

The work of the German born artist Funda Ozgtinaydin, who lives and works in
Berlin and Istanbul is characterized by a critical review of given social structures
and the cycle of life. This is the reason she mainly deals with socio-political as well
as ontological and existentialist questions around the being of man in relation to
modern society and nature. Here, social ranking, and how people interact within
different social hierarchies are her main concerns. At the same time, as an artist who
works in various disciplines she questions how to visually reflect a new perception of
social developments, and how to display changes?

Ozglinaydin, who received her artistic education in Berlin in the class of Hito Steyerl,
has had always a close connection with Turkey, and especially with Istanbul. Since
2013, she could intensify this relationship, as she took part in several cultural exchange
programs of the Berlin Senate as well as residency programs. During her current
research stay at the Cultural Academy Tarabya, she has formulated a body of work
that clearly shows the impact of Istanbul. Her show Remix at Galerimiz presents
pieces on paper and canvas, and refers to her recent experiences she gained in our
metropolis.



In Funda Ozglinaydin’s compositions of opposites, and contrasts, she underlines her
believe in art being closely intertwined with life. The heterogenous character of her
work is formally reflected in the use of the collage and conceptually exposed in the
creation of hybrid creatures. As half man - half flower, or half man - half animal, the
protagonists of her current pieces are synthesis of human beings and animals or
flowers. Here, a direct interconnection of life and art, as well as man and nature is
given. The cycle of life, in which everything is in permanent flux and where everything
matters gets clearly reflected in her works exhibited at Galerimiz. There ecological
matters meet humanistic aspects in order to critical reflect on the current state of
our crazy world, which is according to her more and more mechanical, so that we
need to get back to our roots and an analogue way of creating a balance between
men and nature. This believe in a non-mediated way of dealing with reality has made
her moving back and forth from painting and drawing to new media.

Archival material combined with images of people, animals, and nature, means the
main conceptual starting point during her dealing with life and the social structure.
Making the transition from human to animal and visa-verse visualizes the cycle of
life. Though, her aim is not illusion, as the various images and layers are not perfectly
synced, pixelated, or placed. She rather exposes the constructiveness of the depicted
images for referring to the multi layered being of reality, which consists of various
layers itself.

Remix consist of two current series. On the one hand, Ozglinaydin presents collages
of various paper-prints that show figures, which have flower instead of faces. The
spectator can decide whether s/he believes that the actual face is hidden behind
the flowers or the head itself is consisting of flowers. In any case, the identity of the
presented peopleis hidden. What we see are couples, who spend time in picturesque
landscapes on a shiny summer day. It is too good to be true, too perfect to be real!
And this is the actual strength of these collages. Due to the fashion they wear and



due to the slightly faded coloring of the original pictures, a sense of nostalgia and
melancholia appears. A glimpse in the past seems like a whisper from better times,
where positivity could have been a normal state of mind. The beauty of nature is
covering the people, and transforms them into better beings. A dream, too good to
be true.

The second series is consisting of paintings and prints on paper and canvas. Here
again hybrid protagonists are depicted. Though this time, the half man-half animal
creatures are now set in film-like setups. Like a still from a movie the characters are
part of a mysterious scene takin place in an urban surrounding. The multi-layered
and fragmental composition of the works can only be completed in the mind of the
spectator. A complex structure of lines and textures is pointing to the chaos of our
existence. The highly dynamic compositions are aesthetically very appealing and
draw the spectator right into the work.

Whereas the paper-collages deal with beauty, harmony and positivity, the paintings
and prints are rather mysterious, and even sometimes uncanny. The combination of
these two series in one place gives Remix a special character, which points to the
pluralism and heterogeneity of her work, as well as to the complexity of life and our
paradox world with its never-ending clashes.

Funda OzgUnaydin was born in Frankfurt/Main, currently living and working in Berlin & Istanbul.
She has earned her BA (2008) in Fine Arts in Cork City, at Crawford College of Art & Design, Ireland.

During her studies in Ireland, she also attended (2007) Magyar Kepzomuveszeti Egyetem, Budapest University
of Fine Arts.

After completing her Residency in Berlin / Kreuzberg at GlogauAir with the Travel &Training Award from the Irish
Arts Council, she participated as guest student regularly in classes at UDK, University of Fine Arts University in
Berlin with Dr. Hito Steyerl from 2008/09.

In 2010/11 she was part of the students of Hito’s Independent Workers Punk Art School in an artist studio in
Kreuzberg, Berlin.

She successfully later finished her one-year postgraduate professional development course with Goldrausch
Kunstlerinnen IT in Berlin, a project for women artists which promotes careers of outstanding, emerging female
artists, in 2012.

Later she earned her Diploma at UDK in 2013 and her Master Student Degree in 2014, in the class of Dr. Hito
